IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:
Article 1 – Scope and objectives
1. This Partnership Agreement (hereinafter referred to as the “Agreement”) defines the rights and obligations of the Parties and sets forth the terms and conditions of their cooperation in the implementation of the Project.
2. The main activities to be carried out, in particular by the partner, including any activities of the promoter that the partner is dependent on for the performance of its tasks are identified bellow:

	     



3. The Parties shall act in accordance with the legal framework of the EEA Financial Mechanism 2014-2021, namely with the Regulation on the implementation of the EEA Financial Mechanism 2014-2021 (hereinafter referred to as the “Regulation”). The Parties expressly acknowledge to have access to and to be familiar with the content of the Regulation.

4. Any Annexes to this Agreement constitute an integral part of the Agreement. In case of inconsistencies between the Annexes and the Agreement, the latter shall prevail.

Article 2 – Entry into force and duration 

 1.  This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the last signature by the Parties. It shall remain in force until the Project Partner has discharged in full its obligations towards the Project Promoter as defined in this Agreement.
Article 3 -  Main roles and responsibilities of the Parties
1. The Parties declare that they will run the Project as it is described in the submited application form for Cooperation Projects in Higher Education Area.

2. The cooperation between the two partners consists in:

3. The Parties shall carry out their respective obligations with efficiency, transparency and diligence. They shall keep each other informed about all matters of importance to the overall cooperation and the implementation of the activities to be performed. They shall act in good faith in all matters and shall, at all times, act in the interest of the ESAYEP Programme and the Project.
4. The Parties shall make available sufficient and qualified personnel, which shall carry out their work with the highest professional standard. While carrying out the assignment under this Agreement, the personnel and entities engaged by either Party shall comply with the laws of the respective countries.

5. Whenever in the performance of their assignments under this Agreement the Parties’ personnel are on the premises of the other Party, or at any other location in the other Party’s country on request of such Party, that Party shall ensure that such premises and locations comply with all applicable national health, safety and environmental laws and standards. The Parties shall take all necessary precautions to prevent the occurrence of any injury to persons or damage to the property of the other Party in connection with the implementation of the Project.

Article 4 -Project budget and eligibility of expenditures

2. Both parties acknowledge that for EEA Grants–2014-2021 – ESAYEP- Cooperation projects in higher education, indirect costs are declared not eligible.
3. The eligibility of expenditures incurred by a project partener is subject to the same limitations as it would apply if the expenditures were incurred by the Project Promoter.

4. Expenditures incurred by the Project Partner must be in line with the general rules on eligibility of expenditure contained in the Regulation, specifically Chapter 8 thereto.
Article 5 - Payments, reporting conversion rate provisions 
1.  The Parties acknowledge that the  payments of the grant allocated to the Partner will be made in Euro.
2. Payments to the Project Partner shall be made to the Project Partner’s bank account denominated in EURO identified as follows:

3. The number of pre-financing tranches and the correspondent percentages of the grant are those established through the Financial  Agreement signed between the promoter and the Programme Operator.

4. Payments shall be deemed to have been made on the date on which the Project Promoter’s account is debited.
5. For reporting purposes, the Partner will convert any costs in Euro, using the exchange rate of the bank from the date when the exchange was made. 
Article 6  -Bugetary statements
1. The Project Promoter already informed the Partner Institution on the budget allocated by the Programme Operator through the Financial Agreement and in the case of a budget modification (comparing to the the application form), also on the adjusted budgetary chapters. 

2. Both parties declare that they are fully aware that the grant mentioned in the Financial Agreement is a maximum amount which will be the base to establish the final eligible grant.

Article 7 -Reporting obligations

1. The Partner Institution  will  take actively part in the reporting phases, -whether  intermediary or final ones- by sending to the Project Promoter its contribution (activity and financial parts) in due time, so as to allow the Promoter to respect the deadlines. 
2. For the financial part of the report, the Partner will detail all the expenses, according to the budget items mentioned in Article 4(1) using the financial report. To this purpose, an audit report must be completed according to the template (which contain the minimum requirements) that will be available on the Programme website (www.eea4edu.ro). 

3. The audit report must be certified by an independent auditor according to the provisions of article 8.12 of the Regulation. 

Article 8  - Project audit provisions 
1. The Project Promoter and the Partner Institution accept to participate and to contribute to monitoring and audit activities organised by the Programme Operator and also by other relevant bodies entitled to perform such activities, in relation with the financed project.
2. To this purpose, the Project Promoter and the Partner Institution will disclose any information and will provide any documents required by the monitoring/audit teams in relation with the financed project. 
Article 9 – Procurement 
1.  National and EU law on public procurementand Article 8.15 of the Regulation shall be complied with by the Parties at any level in the implementation of the Project. 

2.  The applicable procurement law is the law of the country in which the procurement is being carried out.
Article 10 - Conflict of interest

1. The Parties shall take all necessary measures to prevent any situation that could compromise the impartial and objective performance of the Agreement. Such conflict of interests could arise in particular as a result of economic interest, political or national affinity, family or emotional ties, or any other relevant connection or shared interest. Any conflict of interests which could arise during the performance of the Agreement must be notified to the other Party in writing without delay. In the event of such conflict, the Party concerned shall immediately take all necessary steps to resolve it.

2. Each Party reserves the right to verify that such measures are adequate and may require additional measures to be taken, if necessary, within a time limit which it shall set. The Parties shall ensure that their staff, board and directors are not placed in a situation which could give rise to conflict of interests. Each Party shall immediately replace any member of its staff exposed to such a situation.

Article 11 – Suspension of payments and reimbursement

1. In cases where a decision to suspend payments and/or request reimbursement from the Project Promoter is taken by the Programme Operator, the National Focal Point or the Donor State[s], the Project Partner shall take such measures as are necessary to comply with the decision. 

2. For the purposes of the previous paragraph, the Project Promoter shall, without delay, submit a copy of the decision referred to in the previous paragraph to the Project Partner. 

Article 12 – Termination

1. Termination procedure will follow the same steps as mentioned in the Project contract between Project Promoter and Programme Operator. 

2. Either Party may terminate this Agreement in the event of a breach by the other Party of its obligations .
3. In case of termination of the Project Contract for any reason whatsoever, the Project Promoter may terminate this Agreement with immediate effect. 

Article 13 – Amendments

1. Any amendment to this Agreement, including its Annexes, shall be the subject of a written agreement concluded by the Parties.
Article 14 - Conflict provisions
1. The Partnership Agreeement  is considered as of civil nature.
2. Any dispute relating to the conclusion, validity, interpretation or performance of this Agreement shall be resolved amicably through consultation between the Parties.
3. Both parties may bring legal proceedings regarding decisions concerning the application of the provisions of the Agreement and the arrangements for implementing it before the competent Court in Romania.
Article 15- Final provisions
1. During the implementation of the project activities and the reporting phase, the Parties are obliged to comply with the following regulations: 
· Regulation on the implementation of the European Economic Area (EEA) Financial Mechanism 2014-2021;
· If not mentioned in this Agreement, the Parties will comply to the Grant Agreement provisions between Project Promoter and Programme Operator.
· The project implementation guidelines set out for Cooperation Projects in Higher Education Area described in the Call for Proposals and Guidelines for Applicants available at www.eea4edu.ro. 
2. The present Partnership Agreement has been issued in 2 originals, one for each of the Parties. One copy will be sent by post together with the signed Grant agreement to the Programme Operator.
3. The language governing the execution of this Agreement is English. All documents, notices and other communications foreseen in the framework of this Agreement shall be in English.
